Sent for your consideration is the manuscript PALAEOENVIRONMENTAL RECONSTRUCTION OF DELTA BOTTOMSET FACIES OF THE UPPER MIOCENE OF EASTERN GUADALQUIVIR BASIN (SOUTH SPAIN): FOSSIL ASSEMBLAGES, ICHNOLOGY AND TAPHONOMY, co-authored by Matías Reolid, Fernando García-García, Jesús Reolid, Arancha de Castro, José Bueno and Elvira Martín-Suárez. 
This manuscript is focused in the analysis of fossil assemblages of deltaic facies from the Eastern Guadalquivir Basin. The north margin of this basin in the Córdoba and Jaén provinces is very bad exposed as well as the deltaic systems tributary to this branch of the Atlantic that worked a connection with the Mediterranean during the Late Miocene. 

The analysis of the macroinvertebrate assemblages, the common trace fossils and the first record of marine mammals allow reconstruct the environmental dynamic in the bottomset and the input of high energy deposits coming from shallower environments which incorporates allochthonous faunas. 

In addition, this work is a good example of the integration of analysis of composition of invertebrate fossil assemblages, vertebrate assemblages, ichnology and taphonomy in a context where the outcrops are really scarce.
In our opinion this research has great potential interest for readers of Journal of Iberian Geology and surely, this is a potential article very interesting for many researchers working on ichnology, taphonomy and fossil marine mammals.
